Arts Express Program

Purpose

Arts Express Grants are designed to:

-Provide transportation and ticket scholarships to Cecil County Public School students and community youth organizations for art performances and exhibitions

-Encourage children’s participation in the arts

What Qualifies

-Requests from Cecil County Public Schools or community organizations to visit public presentations of the arts

Conditions of Application

-Grants must be for a specific performance or museum trip

-Funds must be used for transportation and event ticket pricing only

-Programs must take place between July 1, 2007 and June 30, 2008

-Application form must be filled out completely and signed by qualified school representative

-CCAC is not responsible for providing insurance coverage related to the project

-CCAC does not give general operating grants

Restrictions

CCAC funds will not be granted for projects involving:

-Request must be made from a Cecil County Public School or another 501©3 organization

-Capital campaigns, including purchase, construction or renovation of a facility

-Equipment purchases

-Profit making or commercial ventures

-Retirement of existing debt

-Fundraising events

-Projects/organizations which discriminate on the basis of age, sex, religion race or ethnicity

-Unrelated administrative costs, tuition, travel and activities limited to an organization’s membership

Conditions

-No financial match is required

-Applicant must notify the Cecil County Arts Council, Inc. of any major changes in the project as outlined in the application

-In promotional material, advertising, or programs, it will be so noted that the program/event was funded by a grant from Cecil County Arts Council, Inc an organization funded in part by the Cecil County Government

Evaluation Criteria

CCAC will consider the following criteria when approving applications:

-artistic quality

-value to the community

-feasibility of project

-uniqueness of project to further the applicant’s artistic program

Additional Considerations

CCAC encourages the following:

-programs servicing under-served audiences

-site-specific arts programs (i.e. a song or dance or poem commissioned specifically for, say, the dedication of a new town building).

Review Process

-Outreach Committee will make all final funding decisions

-all grant awards are subject to available CCAC funding

-appeals may be made in the event funding is turned down up to thirty days after grant notification.  The committee’s decision on the appeal is final

Reporting Responsibilities

Recipients of the grant funds will be required to comply with all of the criteria above.  In addition, grant recipients will be required to keep accurate financial records and receipts showing how grant funds were used.  A final report will be required within 30 days of completion of the project.  CCAC reserves the right to audit these reports.
